Minutes of the 2006 Congress in Belfast.

The Minutes of the 2006 Congress in Madrid were noted and as there were no corrections or
comments, the Minutes were adopted unanimously.



PresidentOs Report

President Helen Smith gave a verbal report on the events of the previous year. She advised the
meeting of the sad passing on 5 September 2007 of the previous Secretary-Treasurer of the CFF,
Mr. Neil L’ Amie and asked the meeting to observe a minute’s silence in his memory.

She then noted the growth of the CFF with the addition of new countries as members and the
successful Commonwealth Championships held in Belfast in 2006 attended by 321 competitors
from 16 countries, as well as the very successful staging of the Commonwealth Veterans’
Championships in Toronto in 2007 where athletes from 10 countries competed. She was very
pleased to report that a new willingness to cooperate with the CFF had developed in 20070n the part
of the CVFA, and that this was in the interests of both bodies. .At the President’s request, Vice-
President Arun Vij advised that he was currently liaising with Pakistan, Nepal & Sri Lanka
regarding future membership of both the FIE and the CFF.

She noted that Fencing had, unfortunately, not been included on the program for the 2014 Games in
Glasgow.

The President noted Commonwealth Games Federation’s new categorisation of sports for inclusion
in the Commonwealth Games and the fact that Fencing had been listed as a ‘Category 3 Sport i.e. a
‘recognised’ sport ‘requiring further development in the Commonwealth’ and not yet eligible for
inclusion in the Games. She emphasised that while it may be some time before fencing is
readmitted to the Games, the CFF must not lose its focus on bringing our sport as much into line
with current CGA sports to make the eventual transition into the Games easier.

The President also pointed out the importance of promoting Fencing to the CGF and the
Commonwealth Games Associations in each member country. She requested that all countries
supply the CFF with a summary of their membership — the Secretary to forward a ‘census template’
to all members.

Financial Report
The Treasurer spoke to the Profit & Loss and Balance Sheet of the Federation noting that all
amounts were in Australian dollars.

Copies of the Operating Statement for the 2003/6 Quadrennium gether with a Balance Sheet at 31
December 2006 were presented to the Meeting. (A copy is annexed to these Minutes)

An Operating Statement and Balance Sheet for the period January/October 2007 were also
presented to the Meeting together with a summary of the current financial status of member
countries. (A copy is annexed to these Minutes)

It was moved by Peter Andersen (Australia) and seconded by Marie-France Dufour (Canada) that
the Financial Reports be accepted — Carried unanimously.

MOTIONS

VETERANS COMMISSION

Following email discussions and a meeting in Sydney on 12 July 2007 with representatives of the
Commonwealth Veterans Fencing Association, the President advised that Commonwealth Veterans
now wanted to be ‘affiliated’ with the CFF.



It was agreedthat a call be made to member countries to nominate representatives to sit on the CFF
Veterans Commission which would be chaired by Marie-France Dufour (Canada).

ELIGIBIITY

It was noted that a Motion was to be put to the Meeting regarding the clarification of ‘Eligibility’
for athletes, however, this was mainly aimed at home country’ fencers who in the past had
sometimes taken advantage of the existing rule regarding eligibility to change allegiances between
Championships. The President apologised that she had not lead the working party to develop and
reach consensus on a more fully researched proposal . It was agreed that further consultation was
required.

It was agreedto add John Ramsay to the working party which will now consist of:

Jack Magill (Northern Ireland)

It was further agreed that a new draft proposal would be formulated by 31 March 2008 allowing a
“postal” vote by 30 June 2008 so that the ruling would affect junior athletes at the 2009

Commonwealth Junior Championships.

GENERAL BUSINESS

2009 Commonwealth Junior Championships.

Both India and Malaysia applied to host the 2009 CJFC. As India held the previous
Championships, it was felt that it may be better to award the 2009 CJFC to Malaysia — the event to
be held in Kuala Lumpur in January 2009.

2009 Commonwealth Veterans Fencing Championships
The President advised that this event would be held in Jersey.

2010 Commonwealth Fencing Championships.

At this stage no bids had been received for this event.

Gabriella Mayer (Canada) advised that she felt that the event could be hosted by Canada and would
make further enquiries to this end. President Helen Smith advised that should the anticipated new
Fencing Centre be completed in time, the event may be able to be held in Melbourne, Australia.

2014 Commonwealth Fencing Championships.
Roy Clarke (Scotland) advised that Scotland would seek to host the 2014 CFC around the same
time as the 2014 Commonwealth Games.

2007 Commonwealth Veterans.

Vice President Marie-France Dufour reported on a most successful CVFC in Toronto. All facets of

the event went to plan other than a few hitches with the availability of qualified referees. She noted
that at the event the new CVFA Committee expressed its desire to re-affiliate with the CFF. At the

World Veterans Championships held in Sydney Australia in October a most successful meeting was
held between the CFF and CVFA with the CVFA looking to amend its Constitution to be in line




with that of the CFF. The CVFA also plans to develop a Handbook for hosting the Veterans’
Championships and will work closely with the CFF Technical Commission to do so.

It was agreed that the Commonwealth Veterans Commission be reconstituted with its membership
being made up of: Nominee of the CFF; President of the CVFA, Chairman of the CVFA (who is
always a representative of the next host of the Veterans’ Championships) and other nominees of
Commonwealth Countries affiliated with the CFF. These ‘other nominees’ are to be elected by a
vote of the CFF members.

CONCLUSION

The President moved a motion of thanks to Victor Sanchez and the Spanish Olympic Committee for
providing the CFF with the use of its premises which was passed by acclamation.

There being no further business, the President thanked the participants for their attendance, invited
them on behalf of the CFF to partake of light refreshments after the meeting and closed the meeting
at 1930 hours
